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"ANIMALOPOLIS" BREAKS NEW GROUND IN GIANT SCREEN FILMMAKING

The documentary, comprised of segments featuring a light-hearted look at the animal kingdom, runs approximately 32 minutes. It was specifically edited to maintain the attention of young viewers, said (spokesperson/executive), while the pre-release screenings also delivered positive pre-teen, teen, and adult responses.

"Animalopolis" is a Seussian-styled treatment done in rhyme and verse with a humorous tone, while concentrating on real-world activities affecting selected animals. Among the featured animals are cheetahs, bears, lions, crabs, sea lions, and hippopotamuses. The movie blends fun, interesting vignettes with the appropriate educational overlays that form the core of the genre's attraction.

A teacher's guide has been created by Omaha's Henry Doorly Zoo to accompany the film's release.
